MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW (MSR) AND SPHERE OF INFLUENCE STUDY
(SOI) FOR THE YOLO COUNTY RESOURCE CONSERVATION DISTRICT (LAFCo
No. 22-06)

Municipal service reviews (MSRs) and spheres of influence (SOIs) are tools created
to empower LAFCo to satisfy its legislative charge of “discouraging urban sprawl,
preserving open-space and prime agricultural lands, efficiently providing government
services, and encouraging the orderly formation and development of local agencies
based upon local conditions and circumstances (856301). The studies inform logical
and reasonable development of local agencies to advantageously provide for present
and future community needs. SOls indicate the “probable physical boundaries and
service area of a local agency” (§56076). MSRs provide the relevant growth, capacity,
financial and accountability data to inform LAFCo’s SOI determinations. The MSR
provides recommendations to improve agency capacity, financial ability, and
accountability. On the basis of the MSR and in accordance with Government Code
Section 56425(q), staff has reviewed the agency’s SOl and recommends that a SOI
Update is not necessary at this time. Therefore, no change to the agency’s SOl is
recommended.

The Draft MSR/SOI for the Yolo County Resource Conservation District is available
for public review at the office of the Yolo LAFCo and online at www.yololafco.org.
